The T20th Military Police Pattalion was officlzlly activated nt Fort George G, Meade, Maryiand
on A1 Jamasry 12

After limited training in Milltaty Police duties, the Battalion transferred to Plttshurgh, Penn-
sylvania where [t wes detailed to guard pumping statlons, power plants and other installations,

In July 1942 the Battalion was shipped overseas to Arksbans, Australin where the Companiss
wiore separated snd detailed to town patrol, tcaffic control aud guarding of supplies, docks and other
imataliatlona,

Barly In April 1943 Sergeant Frederick A, Burness of Company “B" was detniled to escort
prizoners by alr to Port Moresby, Word wag received on 2 April 1944 that the s=spline in which
Sergeant Burness was n passenger had erashed in the woter near Port More:by and that Sergeant
Burness and the prisoners were missing. CAMP BURNESS (the present location of the Battalien at
wFZ" Avenue and 20th Street i Tokyo, Japani was nomed after Sergeant Burness.

In the [Etier part of 1943 the Battalich was transierred to New Goinea whera regular Military
Police fumctins and guaard duty were performed.

The Companies were moved from Mew Guinea to the Phillipine Tslands one a2t o time ontil all
the Companies were stationsd near each other in Mambn for the first time in more than three years

In the latter part of 1945 the Baltalion was ordered to Tokyo, Japan apd placed under control
ol the Elghth United States Army. The Battallon was given the job of traflic control and other
normal police duties in the city of Tokyo,

In 1% the Battalion was transferred from Flghth Army to Headguarters and Service Group,
General Headquariers, Far Eost Command and ie etill 8 member of that Command under its desig-
nation a8 Hesdquarters and Secvice Command, General Headquarters, Far East Command,

During the vears 1946, 1147 and 1948 men from the Battalion were detailed to duty with the
International Military Tribunal for the Far East at Tokyo, Japan.

In Asgust 1950 the Eattalion was called wpon to furnish a Company of Military Pelicemen to be
apsigned to the X Corps Headguarters which was then being activated. A composite Company was
formed by taking men from each of the Companies of the Hattalion and on 18 September 1950 they
participatad in the amphibious assault landing at Inchon, Korea. Since the the Company engaged in
the Korean confict, performing such duties as tmffic patrole, collecting and interrogation of Frisoferns
of War and operalion of a Prisoner of War Stochkade. An additiomnl Military Police platoon was
furnished by the Battalion and wnos assigued to X Corps Headguarters as Honor Guard,




In March 1951 2 platson of forty enlisted men and two -mfﬁtﬂfl wera placed on special ﬂ“l':l' with
the Office of the Provost Marshal, Metropolitan Tolys Area. Thiz platoon was desl@nated’a Militacy
‘Tribunal Guard and performed dutles escorting and guarding priscners being lIlEd-ﬁ'H' subversive
activities in connection with the Korean canffizt. ; = s

In April 191 a platoon of [ortv-one enlisted men and two officers were fnrn{.d:-td by the
Battalion to be sssigned as Honor Guard, X¥I Corps at Sendai, Japan,

On 16 April 1951 the Battalion furnished teaffic control and security ae General of the Army
Touglis MacArthur departed for the United Stated States aiter morz than five yeafé as Supreme
Commander of the Allisd Powers in Japan, Hundreds of thowsands of spectators  who lined the
sireets along the route betwesen the United States Embassy and Haneda Alr Foroe Base were
controlled without incidant.

Druring the vear 1951 oficers and enlisted men of the Battalion participated in training of the
Japanase Sesurity Guards who arg otilied in aod acsund GHT installations.

Sinea the oecupation of fapan bepan, the 720th Military Police Battalion has set 2 record that
very few Police Departments in the United States can equal. Minety percent of all stolen vehicles
have heen recoversd and the city haos one of the lowest erime rates of any large city in the world.
This has been contributed to largely by the combination patrels of Military Policemen and Japanese
Falicemen who have worked topgether with outstanding cooperation.

The Battalion Crest or Shield is deseribed ns the polden restraining hanmd, grasping the inverted
hlack and white imp which represents a Japanese petty dewil or malignant spirlt and is symbolical
of the restraining fupctions of the organizailom, fmplying the means by which undesimble factions
are kept under control
