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SERVICE TRAINING PLUS OJT
CAN ATD YOUR APPRENTICESHIP

On-the-iobh training for some
K-Vets means returning to the
trades they were studying before
they entered service and which
they followed while in. .

Two veterans who are represen-
tative of this zroup are Bill
Ostronder ané Irwin Levy, both of
New York City. They were appren=-
tice electricians before the Kor-
ean Vlar; they served 1in related
fields while in service, and now

they have returned to take up
their apprenticeships where they
left off,

he first step they took was

to inform the union through which
they worked that they were hack
in civilian life and ready to re-
sume their training. Since they
21lso were entitled to the benefits
of the Korean GI-Bill, they also
applied through the Veterans Ad-
ministration to Dbecome part of
the OJT progron,

4s the program applies to ap-
prentice training, Ostronder and
Levy are eligible for partial sub-
sistence payments for three of
their five years of apprentice-
ship., Payments begin at $70 a

month and automatically decrease
every four nonths just as salar-
ies autonmatically. increase every
six months. The maximum total
nonthly incoxne from both salary
and subsistoence which each may
receive is §310,

(Many apprentices reach this
maxinun figure hefore the end of
their authorized subsistence peri-
oéd and drop the program with the
idea of using it to take special-
ized courses later on.)

In addition to on-the-job
training, Ostrander and Levy at-
tended trade school two nights a
weelt,, The school 1is sponsored
jointly by the union and the city
board of educction, DIExaminations
mast be passed before an appren-
tice moves into his next year of
training.

In the future, OJT will mean
more to veterans engoged in ap-
prenticeships since wmost of them
will De Deginning their first
year of training instead of re-
suning it in the middle, The aid
of the VA and state employment
agencies is an invaluable servicée
to prospective trainees, Most
men now being accepted are those
who elther are dreft exempt or
who have completed their service
obligations.,
